INTERESTING...

One of our greatest educational problems is a deep moral
confusion. Increasingly, today's young people know little or
nothing about the Western moral tradition.

This was recently demonstrated by "Tonight Show" host Jay
Leno. Leno frequently does "man-on-the-street" interviews,
and one night he collared some young people to ask them
questions about the Bible. "Can you name one of the Ten
Commandments?" he asked two college-age women. One
replied, "Freedom of speech?" Mr. Leno said to the other,
"Complete this sentence: Let he who is without sin...." Her
response was, "have a good time?" "Stop telling God how big your
storm is; Instead, tell your storm
Mr. Leno then turned to a young man and asked, "Who, how big your God is.”
according to the Bible, was eaten by a whale?" The confident
answer was, "Pinocchio."

As with many humorous anecdotes, the underlying reality is not
funny at all. These young people are morally confused.
