1 A talent was worthy approximately 20 vyears
wages.

2 The man gave generously, “his property” (verse
14).

3 The man gave to each one, according to his
ability (verse 15).

4 The man was a trusting man, “he went away”
(verse 15).

C The man returned to find two servants used their
talents and one squandered his away (Matthew
25:19-28).

1 “And cast the worthless servant into the outer
darkness. In that place there will be weeping
and gnashing of teeth.” (Matthew 25:30, ESV)

D Why were the two servants rewarded?
