1. Fighters of the front line
2. Support groups

B. The same is true with God’s army:
1. See Luke 8:1-3
2. Fighters of the front line:

a. Jesus, Paul, Peter, Barnabas, Silas, Timothy
3. Support group:

a. Various congregations (2 Corinthians 11:8-9; Philippians 4:15-16)
b. Individuals (Romans 16:2; Philemon 22)
