(Deuteronomy 6:1-8).
B Paul reminds them of the Ten Commandments and the

promise contained within (Ephesians 6:2-3).

1 The promise was that the children of God would live

long in the land the Lord was giving them (Exodus

20:12).

C Bonus: Paul encourages the fathers to bring their children

up in discipline and the instruction of the Lord.

1 See Deuteronomy 6:1-8.

lll The strength of obedience in slaves and masters

A These words bring strength to the church in our country
due to the church’s actions even without slaves and

masters.

B Slaves are to obey their master with:

Fear and trembling (Ephesians 6:5),

A sincere heart (Ephesians 6:5),

The same obedience they give Christ (Ephesians 6:5),

Real actions (Ephesians 6:6),

As servants of Christ (Ephesians 6:5),

Rendering service as with a good will (Ephesians 6:7).

C The slaves reward will come to them (Ephesians 6:8)

D Masters are to treat their slaves in the honor of their

master (Ephesians 6:9).
